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Why does it cost so much to reserve a panel, and where does all the money go?
100% of the money that comes into the Dream Rocket project is strictly used to accomplish this project.
This is a great question and one in which the Dream Rocket is more than willing to share, in hopes that you may have a more clear understanding as to why we have to charge reservation fee’s and why the fee amount is so much. As I am sure you may understand that the undertaking of the Dream Rocket project is vastly large in both meaning and in scale. This is a project in which has never been done before both collaboratively with the community, as well as an engineering feat to say the least. It is good to keep in mind that we are completely wrapping a 37 story (365’) Saturn V moon Rocket replica at the U.S. Space & Rocket Center with possibly the world’s largest single quilt ever constructed, measuring at approx. 32,000 square feet and growing. This is approx. 8,000 Dream Theme panels in which are being submitted from participants around the world.
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This project was started in the summer of 2008 and is guessed to last into 2014. Keep in mind that there is far more behind this project than just the monumental feat of wrapping the rocket. 

There of course are promotions, school workshops, spreading the word and the monumental task of getting 8,000 dream theme panels reserved and submitted in time for the wrapping, but in addition the Dream Rocket team has scheduled tours of submitted panel. We already have 13 venues and counting scheduled before the wrapping, and we are now working on a three year tour following the wrapping. Our team has also been busy pushing out a Dream Rocket documentary and book, both in which highlight the participants and the project as a whole.
